To Whom It May Concern:

Austin Powers is a thirteen-year old male with spastic quadriplegic cerebral palsy.  He is fully dependent upon adults for his activities of daily living. Related to the cerebral palsy, Austin has a severe motor speech disorder and cannot meet all of his medical and communication needs through speech. His prognosis for intelligible speech is poor. Austin frequently requires his parents or paraprofessional to act as his interpreter with unfamiliar communication partners or when he discusses a topic out of context.  

Austin requires durable medical equipment, a speech-generating device (SGD), to allow him to communicate independently at home, at school, and in the community. The Pathfinder Plus best meets Austin’s needs.  The Pathfinder Plus is a dedicated SGD with text-to-speech synthesis capability.  That is, when words are typed, the message is spoken aloud.  Messages may be stored and retrieved by accessing single keys or key combinations so that specific topics can be stored and accessed as needed. The Pathfinder Plus features alarms to remind the user to take medications and keep a schedule independently, as well as a calculator, infared environmental control for greater independence in self-care, and notebooks. Notebooks allow for storage of entire files, much like a files in a computer.  

I believe that the Pathfinder will meet Austin’s current and future communication needs, and allow him to be more independent at home, school, and in the community.  Investing in powerful durable medical equipment such as the Pathfinder Plus will be more cost effective than a simpler SGD since it will meet Austin’s communication needs as he matures.
